Shared Writing

Once upon a time . . .

Why?

Demonstrations in which the learner is actively involved are ideal teaching-learning situations. Students will become more confident in taking risks when their ideas are accepted and valued.

How?

.
The teacher scribes information given by the students, accepting ideas and writing exactly what is dictated. The style is determined by the purpose of the piece of writing, e.g., letter, poem, story, etc.

.
The teacher encourages responses which lead to the completion of the piece of writing.

.
When the draft is complete, it is re-read. A conference is held to look at the whole piece. Students may ask questions or suggest changes until all writers are satisfied.
